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When thinking about a career change or a promotion within your existing
company, you should take some time to think about your current life, your
future goals, and things that may change - that could help or hinder your
progress.

There's a chance you'll be fully immersed in this career for 5, 10 or more
years, so don't make this decision lightly. Spend some time really thinking

about your answers to following questions.

What personal strengths and weaknesses do you have?
What activities or topics do you find interesting?

What type of work environment do you like best?
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What values are most important to you?

Issue What can you do about it?
